¶         Illinois Aerospace Institute (IAI) is a one-week residential program for students interested in learning about 
aerospace engineering and aviation.

Enrollment in the programs are limited to ensure the quality of the academic experience.  All camps have a selective 
admissions process based on academic performance, a written essay and a teacher recommendation.  Note that the 
mid-GLAM Camp ONLY requires an essay (no teacher recommendation letter or grades information). Placement in a 
camp is contingent on when the application is completed, so please have students apply soon to ensure placement in 
their desired camp.  The application deadline is April 15, 2018, or until camps are full.  With the help of generous 
corporate sponsors, we also offer scholarships to students who need financial assistance for the tuition payment.
